Notes from Parent/School/Community Task Force Meeting
May 25th, 2011
Introductions:  there were about 15 participants in attendance at the meeting.  Folks were asked to introduce themselves by name and the work that they do and a reason for them attending this meeting again or for the first time.  It was obvious from the responses that participants were committed to the idea of parent involvement and the work of the task force.
J-M Dumais presented a summary of group input on Critical Factors from the previous two meetings on February 16 and April 14. (See attachment)
Kate Kressley from RMC Research made a power point presentation titled, Moving Beyond Random Acts?  (See Attachment) 
Key points from her presentation were:
· Reframing the work of family engagement by explaining what was dying out and what were the new approaches to this work
· Reframing the goals of the NH task force
· Inputs for the framework—this slide engendered much discussion as the participants offered many suggestions about broadening the participant base on the task force.  Outreach, it was suggested, should be made to groups such as foster parents, media, Chambers of Commerce , United Way, school board members, politicians and  parents of unrepresented groups such as those who are socially and economically disadvantaged.  Groups organized to work with parents and or schools such as PTA, Administrator and Teacher associations and unions, NH Connection, Early intervention for Easter Seals.
· A listing of components necessary to create a state system of support for parent engagement
At this point several members agreed to meet before the next task force meeting to discuss these components and to come up with a draft listing to be presented at the next meeting.
